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Interning: An Invaluable Experience

Many undergraduate and post-graduate students will
tell you that having an internship is an important step
in securing a good job after graduation. However, is
the same true for those that are pursuing master’s
degrees? To follow is how one master’s-level student
views the benefits of having an internship while
pursuing a graduate degree. In her case, the
internship helped her secure a full-time position.

Mental health counselors are professional helpers
that assist clients with overcoming psychological
obstacles, gaining greater insight into their problems,
sorting out their problems, and developing self-
awareness. Psychotherapy might include helping a
client work on communication skills, goal setting,
building self-esteem, making behavior changes, and/or
developing coping skills.

Several years ago, I decided to shift careers and
pursue graduate work in psychology to become a
psychotherapist. Both Masters programs in
Counseling Psychology and Social Work require
hands-on experience working directly with clients
while pursuing a degree, a necessary and important

component of professional training.

Working directly with clients in this capacity
requires prior to obtaining a master’s degree via an
internship experience. The particular Master’s
program | was enrolled in through Seton Hall
University includes three semesters (one year) of
clinical work totaling 700 hours of direct (client

contacts) and indirect (supervision/training) services.

As a local resident, when choosing sites to do an
internship, Family Services Association was at the top
of my list. FSA offers both individual and group

therapy and an opportunity to work with children,

adolescents, and adults from various backgrounds.

Over the past year, | have worked with a wide
variety of clients in addition to clients referred by the
court system. The experience has been invaluable.

There are numerous advantages to working at a
community agency like FSA. I have had the
opportunity to learn from strong professional role
models i.e., counselors actively engaged in the
practice of the profession, and begin to develop
professional relationships with others in different, but
related career disciplines i.e., social work, case
management, and psychiatry.

Internship training provided me with a diverse set
of training experiences (e.g., initial client contact/
intake, crisis intervention, ongoing counseling,
assessment, consultation, report/progress note writing)
and many hours of supervision with Gabriele
Machado, [former] Program Manager, LPC who
provided me with hands-on training in solution-
focused brief therapy, cognitive-behavioral and
dialectical- behavioral models. She provided me with
educational opportunities, guidance and support.

Additionally, I had the opportunity to work with
other interns and share my experiences with students
at a similar level of training. This helped in the
learning process and was essential to building a
professional identity and network.

Overall, from my perspective as an intern, FSA
supports in fact and spirit, the use of the facility as a
training site. The professionals I interacted with were
welcoming, helpful, engaging, and open to what I was
able to bring to the agency from my professional and
academic background.
